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Early Childhood Education Overview and Interest Form 
Introduction
The Center for Urban Education (CUE) at Metropolitan State College of Denver (MSCD) is a resource for the Teacher Education licensure programs (ECE, Elementary, and Secondary) providing supplemental support services for teacher candidates committed to meeting the needs and challenges of urban schools. Academic year 2010-11 is the launch of a new program to support the preparation of Early Childhood Education teachers for these schools. Through the CUE, Early Childhood education students in the first year of their teacher preparation program can participate in opportunities during the Fall semester to explore and consider urban Early Childhood teaching as a professional goal. During the Spring semester, students with strong interest and commitment to urban teaching may apply to become a CUE Fellow for their second year of preparation.   The CUE Fellow Program is a highly selective program that will immerse students in clinical practice in urban high need schools in Denver Public Schools and support them through district networking, application, interviewing processes, and induction as new teachers. 
Program Guidelines

Year One

Students interested in teaching in urban schools will use the first year to build an experience portfolio that will be part of their application to become a CUE Fellow. The Urban Education Portfolio will include activities such as volunteer service in urban schools or non-profit organizations serving urban schools, attendance at seminars and workshops on urban education, readings about urban education, and reflecting on and writing about urban education.  In addition, placement for ECE 2340/2350 (field experience)  or ECE 3150/3160(field Experience) in a high need, urban Early Childhood school, particularly one of the Early Childhood schools that are part of the Northwest P-16 Zone for Student Achievement in Denver Public Schools, will be required.  See Urban Education Portfolio Requirements for complete description of required elements. During Year 1 all students will also take ECE 3350 at Colfax Elementary School and do a reading assignment in ECE 3120 at Cheltenham.
CUE Fellows Selection Criteria

During Spring 2011 semester, interested and committed students may submit an application to become a CUE Fellow. As part of this process, they will submit their Urban Education Portfolio and participate in an interview. A committee will review the body of work, interview candidates and select Fellows based on the following criteria:
Characteristics:
~Demonstrated commitment to urban students and urban education

~Demonstrated dispositions for successful work as an urban educator

~Demonstrated interest in teaching English Language Learners
~Knowledge of the unique challenges of urban education and of the skills needed to meet them
Requirements:
~Formal admittance to the Early Childhood licensure program

~3.00 GPA or evidence of recent significant academic progress
~Eligible to register for ECE 4000 level courses for Fall 2011 and for student teaching for Spring 2012
Summer of Year One

Selected CUE Fellows will begin specially designed coursework for Early Childhood urban educators by enrolling in courses in Linguistic Diversity Education for the summers of 2011 (and 2012).  Scholarships to help defray tuition costs for these courses will be available for CUE Fellows.
Year Two
CUE Fellows will begin a yearlong clinical practice in the Northwest P-16 Zone for Student Achievement in Denver Public Schools. During Fall of 2011, CUE Fellows will participate in onsite sections of ECE 4330 and ECE 4370/4380 if any of the aforementioned courses have not been previously taken.  During the Spring of 2012, CUE Fellows will student teach in Zone Early Childhood schools.  Scholarships will be available to help cover tuition costs for student teaching for CUE Fellows.
Benefits to CUE Fellows
· Scholarship support for Linguistically Diverse Courses and Student Teaching
· Mentoring by a team of urban master educators  
· Networking with urban teacher preparation programs from across the country
· Support in obtaining opportunities for hire in a Denver Public or other metropolitan area urban school
· On-going induction and professional development support after hire
