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Introduction
In 2010-11 the Urban Teacher Partnership (UTP) will become a core component of the new Center for Urban Education (CUE) at Metropolitan State College of Denver (MSCD).  Academic year 2010-11 will serve as a period of transition and development for the CUE.  Rather than applying directly into UTP, MSCD students will use the first year of their teacher preparation program to explore and consider urban teaching as a professional goal.  At the end of the first year, if there is strong interest and commitment, students may apply to become a CUE Fellow – a highly selective program that will immerse students in clinical practice in urban high need schools and support them through district hire and induction as new teachers. 
Program Guidelines
Year One

Students interested in teaching in urban schools will use the first year to build an experience portfolio that will be part of their application to become a CUE Fellow. The portfolio may include the following:

· Enrollment in courses offered in urban schools (any school where UTP is holding classes).

· Field experience placements in urban schools.

· Enrollment in designated Linguistically Diverse Education (LDE) classes (supported by UTP scholarships).

· Tutoring in urban schools.

· Volunteer service in urban schools or non-profit organizations serving urban schools.

· Letters of recommendation from teachers and leaders in urban schools.

· Attendance at UTP seminars/workshops.

· Attendance at Great Teachers for Our City Schools National Summit.

· Other service/initiatives related to urban teaching.
CUE Fellows Selection Criteria
At the end of the first year, interested and committed students will submit their experience portfolios, participate in an interview, and meet other criteria
.  A selection committee will review the body of work and accept students who have presented strong evidence of knowledge, skills, and attributes needed for successful practice in urban schools.  
Year Two: Selected CUE Fellows will begin a year-long clinical practice (including student teaching) in the Northwest P-16 Zone for Student Achievement. Components of the clinical practice will be developed through AY 2010-11. First class of the CUE to tentatively begin in Fall 2011.

· Networking with urban teacher preparation programs from across the country
· Opportunities for hire in urban school districts
· On-going induction and professional development support after hire
