Step 3: Interviewing, Selection and Notification

Candidates will be contacted by email regarding the status of their application.  Those who are selected for interviews will be contacted by phone or e-mail to schedule their interview time. After an initial offer of employment is extended, final employment is contingent upon the approval of the Principal and/or school liaison of the participating school.

Students must be in at least their second semester of Metro State’s Teacher Education program and have completed their first Field Experience course.
